Students face the challenge of translating a scene from script to stage as performers and of discovering the questions that must be answered before the scene can live. THEA 2022A builds on the work begun in THEA 1010 Intro to Acting I and THEA 1011 Intro to Acting II. In a three-hour class twice a week, students will engage in warm-ups, acting exercises, scene analysis, and scene study assignments. 
This course is restricted to Performance Creation & Research students (including those in Devised Theatre and Playwriting & New Play Dramaturgy). It is not available to students in Production/Design and the Acting Conservatory. Prerequisites: THEA1010 3.00, THEA1100 3.00 and THEA1200 6.00; and/or permission of the department.
THEA 2022A 3.00 will be offered on Wednesday and Friday afternoons from 2:30-5:20 pm in the Winter term of 2020. A maximum of 24 students will be accepted; a waitlist will be kept.
Please note: applying for THEA 2022A 3.00 does not guarantee entrance into the course. Grades in THEA 1010 3.00 and THEA 1011 3.00 (or their equivalent) will be reviewed.
